
Mark  The Hole  Positions  Before  Drilling  And Plugging  If Necessary . Use Two Screws  In Each 
Bracket Ensuring That The Brackets Are Level. Remember To Allow Room For The Blind To Clear 
Any Obstacles When Deployed, E.G. Door Or Window Handles.

Fitting The Cassette

Once  All  The  Brackets  Are  In  Place  Offer  The  Blind  To  
The Brackets. With The Cassette Tilted Away From You 
Locate The Front Lip Into The Bracket And Push Upwards 
To Click The Cassette Into The Back Lip Of The Bracket.

How To Fit Your Roller Cassette

There Are 
Two Bracket Options For Cassette 
Blinds, Face Fix And Top Fix.

For A Blind Up To 1 Metre Wide Attach Two Brackets Fitted Approximately 75mm (3”)  From Each 
End Of The Blind. Any Intermediate Brackets Should Be Spaced Evenly Between These And As A 

General Rule: Up To 1m = 2 Brackets.

1m to 2m = 3 brackets. 

2m to 3m = 4 brackets. 

Over 3m = 5 brackets.
